MOTHERS SEEK
MORE NEWS OF
MISSING SONS

KANSAS CITY. Oct. 12 _
(AP) — Forty silent men and
women—the parents of the miss-
ing—crowded into the l i t t l e home
of Mrs. Ralph Herrick, to share
the i r sorrow and to search, to-
gether, for new hope.

Most of the women gripped
t igh t ly the worn and crumpled
"missing in action' ' telegrams
from the War depar tment—the
messages that had lined a dull ,
e ternal weariness into their faces.

Mrs. Herrick had called them
together in the hope they might
jointly appeal to the War de-
par tment for more informat ion .

"We are l iving in the stillest
silence," she said. "We only want
the t r u t h . . . We t h i n k a way
can be f o u n d to tel l us more. It's
the wait ing and not knowing
that h u r t s . . . We are the for-
got ten mothers."

She listed 127 Kansas City
boys about whom no addit ional
official word has been received,
and the meeting approved a sug-
gestion the list be sent to Mis-
souri's, congressional delegation,
to the Army and Navy, the Red
Cross and the Y.M.C.A.

Mrs. Rerrick said she thought
it would be nice if they prayed
together for their boys.

Forty heads bent, almost si-
lently.

There was only an occasional
sob.
