We usually figure the weight
of a bale of cotton at 500 pounds,
but this is not a world standard.
Cotton growers in Egypt often
bundle cotton into bales of from

700 to 740 pounds. In India a com-
mon weight: is 400 pounds, and in
Brazil or Peru you might buy a
bale of only 200 or 250 pounds.

Before cotton is made into bales,
the seeds are taken out. Each boll

has qujte a number of seeds —
irom 21 to 45, depending on the
kind of cotton.

There was a time when th«
cotton seeds were thrown away
except those needed for the next
year's crop. That time is now well
in the past. For more than 100
years, cotton seeds have had a
place in trade. One of my grand-
fathers was a "cottonseed oil mer-
chant" in New Orleans.

Pure cottonseed oil has a pale
yellow color. After being pressed
from the seeds, it is used in many
ways. It goes into a great deal
of soap, also into the vegetable
butler known as "margarine."

Oil from the seeds is used in
cooking, and to a certain, extent
in the making of lard. Some
candles and some paint contain
oil of this kind.

An idea of the importance of
cottonseed oil may be gained from
looking over figures of produc-
tion in the United States. In re-
cent years the output has been.
running from 600,000 to 720,000
tons. The cash value of the oil is
about one-sixth as much as for
the cotton lint which goes into
cloth.

The hard parts left after the
seeds are pressed for oil can b*
made into meal which is valuable
for feeding livestock.
