Quickly Gorgas set to work. This
tinie he made war ‘on mosquitoes
and their breeding places. Mud
puddles were-dried up, and sol-
diers were sent to every house in
Havana. Barrels with rain water
were covered with screens or net-
ting. People no longer were al-
lowed 1o ‘keep open jars of water
about their homes.

In that way Havana was really
cleaned up, and the yellow fever
epidemic was brought to an end.
