PIKA HAS FUR ON FEET BUT
CAN BOAST NO TAIL
F YOU ever have seen a pika,
you have had better fortune
than most persons, This is &
rare animal, and may be found
in its wild state only in moun-
tain parts on the western side
of this continent,

Another name for-the pika

-is “whistling hair.,” It was given

because the pika looks something
like a hare and makes squeaky,
whistling noises. It has been said
to have bad manners because it
squenks so much while it is eating!
A pika might be mistaken for
a guinea pig or a small rabbit
When full-grown, it is only seven
or eight inches long. .

If you look for a tail on a pika,
you will not notice one, This little
animal gets along without a tail,
but it has large ears for iis size.
The ecars do not stand out like those
of a rabbit. They are rounded, and
are close to the head.

Very {few animalg have hair on
the soles of their feet, but the
pikas are among those few. They
have fur-clad footpads which help
them to keep from slipping when

Pikas live in the higher parts of
the Rocky mountains, {from Colora~
do to the Mackenzie river in north-
ern Canada. There are more of
them in British Columbia than
anywhere else.

Rock piles are the chief homes

{ these animals, They almost al-
ways live close 1o the timber line,
the highest part of a mountain on
which irees grow. Most mountains
have short trees at heights of from
one to two miles above sea level.

Plant life is important to the
pikas. They never eat flesh, and

must have grass and other plant|

food to live.
Late summer and aulumn are

“haymaking time” in this animal
family. Grass and weeds are cut
and stored in hollows of the rocks.
Ag much as a bushel of such food
may be placed in a single hollow.
It dries into “hay” but is good to
eal all through the winier.

In spring a pika family usually
gains in size. Three or four little

ones are likely to be found in each

nest,
