FUMES FROM DRY PUFFBAJLLS
PUT BEES TO SLEEP

AS WE walk through a
woodland or pasture, we!

are likelv to step on one or
more "puffballs." A puff of
"smoke" may be seen coming
out when one of them is |
pressed. j

The so-called smoke is made j
up of manj^ thousands of tiny
dnst-Uke spores. These spores
are not true seeds, but they take j
the place of seeds in the puff-ball
family.

A puffball is a fungus, and it is
a close relative of the mushroom.
It may grow from soil or from a
rotten log.

There are several kinds of puff-
balls, but all of them' produce
spores, and none of them have
leaves. One kind has a short thick

the only part of the plant which
appears above ground.

It is common for a.young puff-
ball to have a white color, mak-
ing it look like a common mush-
room. People have eaten the
flesh of young putfballs. and have
found it fairly tasty, but the old,
dark ones are not fit to eat.

If left to grow, a puffball will
break open. Nature opens it up
so the spore dust will come out.

The wind lifts the spores and car-
ries them here and there. Perhaps
only one in a thousand will grow
into a new puffbal l , but there arc
so many spores that it does not
matter if great numbers are lost.

Most puffballs are so small that
we may not notice them as we
stroll along. In the usual case,
they re only one or two inches
thick. Some grow to a thickness
of only half an inch.

On the other hand, very large
puffballs grow in certain places.
These may reach, a thickness of
more than two feet! What a lot of
smoke they give out when they
are broken open!

Giant puffballs can be put to
service even after they are old
and dark and dry. When they are
burned, they give out fumes which
will make bees go to sleep. If a
beekeeper wants to move a swarm
of 'bees, he may save himself from.
being stung if he first burns puff-
balls in a place where the fumes
will reach the bees.

Small puffballs, as well as large
ones, can be used when dry for
that purpose. Beekeepers have
tried this plan many times and
have reported that the bees waked
up again in due course.
