FEOM time to time a very
i bright comet appears in the

sky, but many comets' can be
seen .only with, the help of a
telescope. F o'r ' every large

there 'are dozens smaller
ones which astronomers study.

About 70 comets are. known
to have a period o£ less than SO
years. All of these travel inside our
solar system, never going as far
'from -the sun as the planet Pluto.
Among these are Halley's comet-

comet which people talk about I and Encke's comet.

every three and one-third years.
Encke's comet goes around the

sun at a distance 'of 33,000,000
miles. Then it shoots toward a
point almost 400,000,000 .miles
from the sun. This comet is classed
as one 'of ''Jupiter's family." There
are about 50 other comets which
go within range df Jupiter, then
return and travel around the sun
again.

Besides the short-period comets,
there are others which travel far
beyond the farthest planet. Many
of these are of great size and all
of them take plenty of time to
make their, journeys. They may
