foreign louirsts have visited it.
They have come chiefly to see the
Blue Grotto. In a peace-time
year, it was common for from 50,-
000 to 70,000 persons to see this
sight.

A Roman emperor, Tiberius,
took a great fancy to Capri. He
went there to live 10 years before
his death, and ordered the build-
ing of 12 "grand villas" or
"pnlncos,"

TiberiiiK said Hint the 12 palnecs
were put up in honor of Roman
gods and goddesses, but they were
meant more for his own glory
and comfort, and for the use of his
favorites. The remains of the
palaces are to be seen today, and
no doubt have been visited by-
some of the Allied soldiers now
on the island.

The Blue Grotto was-known in
Roman times, but after the fall of
the empire people lost sight of
it for centuries. It was "re-

j opened", in 1826, and from that
' year to the present has been
known to the modern world.

People get into small boats to
enter the Blue Grotto of Capri.
There is only a very low opening
for a boat to pass through, and
visitors must be careful to bend
over so they will not bump their
heads at the entrance.

Inside the cave, it is another
story. The ceiling rises to a height
of 39 feet above the water. Under
the boat one sees deep water of a
beautiful bluish color. In some
parts .of the cave the water has a
depth of 40 feet.

The widest part of the Blue
Grotto measures close to 100 feet,
and the length is 175 feet.
