A LITTLE SATURDAY TALK:
The Making of Stainless Steel

WHEN WE were talking
about knives a few weeks
ago, I made a short

note about "stainless steel." I
spoke of high temperature
used 'in hardening "such steel
for knife blades.

Now I think it will be well
to say more about stainless
steel, and how it is made. To
produce it, we need more than heat
treatment of iron or steel.

To begin with, stainless steel is
not supposed to rust. Often it is
called "rustless steel,"

Another point is that stainless
steel is a modern thing. It was not
known to the ancient Greeks or
Romans, and nei-
ther King Alfred
nor C o l u m b u s
ever heard of it.
It was not used in
the days of Queen
E l i z a b e t h or
George Washing-
ton or Abraham
Lincoln.

This steel is a
product of the
last 55 years. It
started to come
into wide use aft-
er the first World
war.

Back in 1892 tests were made to
learn what would happen if a
small amount of chromium was
combined with steel. Chromium is
a gray-white metal which is very
hard. Most acids will not stain it.

In the 1892 tests, steel with about
nine per cent of chromium was
made. The men who did this work
were on the right track to bring
Jorth stainless steel, but it seems
they did not know it.

In 1912 a British scientist named
Brearly started a series of tests in
which steel and chromium were
combined. Four years later he was
granted a patent on rustless steel.
This steel had as much as 16 per
cent of cromium in it, and it had
to go through a special heat treat-
ment for hardening. There was
well under one per cent of carbon
in It

Present-day stainless steel knives
are traced back to Brearley's work,
but other tests hav» been made in
vast number. Some kinds of stain-
less steels have nickel in them as
wellias chromium. In all cases the
carbon in th« steel is very low, and
it may be less than one-tenth of
on« per cent.

Knif« blades ar« not the only ob-
ject* maoW with stainles* steel.
Thi« material goes into parts of
airplane*, automobiles and many
other things.
