THE ONLY impeortant

friend of the Fulton family
in 1787 was Benjamin West,
an artist in London, England,

Robert Fulton’s father had|

known this artist when the
two were growing up together
in eastern Pennsylvania.

After West went to England to |

live, he kept in touch with the
Fulton family by letters. It was to
Weal’s home in London that Robert
Tullon, at the age of 22, steered
his course, .

The vessel on which the young
man ecrossed the Atlantic was
moved by the power of the wind.
There were nao steamboats on the
ocenng in thoso days, Tests had
been made on river steamboats, but
no one had dared to try the ocean
with such an invention. Even the
river steamers had amounted to
little, or nothing, in the way of
“practical” transport.

While on his way to England,
young Fulton must have thought
about the slow motion of sailing
vessels. Perhaps he dreamed of a
time wher ocean steamers would
take their place.

Arriving in London, however, he
put his mind to making a living by
art work. Benjamin West provided
him with & root in his home, and

helped him 1o become A hetter
painter,

Noted men often had their por-
iraits made by West, and it was
through the great artist that Ful-
ton et the Earl of Stanhope, a
nobleman who was working on a
steamboat invention. The earl teld
him about his plan to move the
boat with steam-driven ~ paddles
which worked like the wehbed feet
of a waterfowl.

Fulton &lso talked with another
steamboat pioneer, James Rumsey,
This inventor, a Virginia man, had
made a boat go by steam power
in,1787, and had moved to England
a year-later. He told Fulton about
his jet-propelled “steamboatl.”
