Crabs Cast Shells So They Will
Have Space to Grow

One day I saw this sign in a
restaurant:

"Eat slowly, brother! Your
stomach has no teeth!"

That was good advice for a hu-
man being, but it would be wasted
on a crab, A crab has a stomach
with two parts, and one part is
fitted with strong teeth—three of
them. Worked by muscles, these
teeth form a "gastric mill" which
grinds up hard food, including
shells.

Most crabs live in the ocean or
on the ocean shore, but some spend
their time in fresh water. A few
kinds dwell on dry land, but even
these go to water to lay their
eggs.

Taking a journey through the
ocean, we might find dozens of
kinds of crabs. They differ greatly
in size. After growing up, some are
only a few inches wide, but others
are of great size. We shall speak
of the giant spider crabs in a story
later this week.

Most crabs have rounded bodies,
and this sets them apart from lob-
sters nnd other relatives. They nre
covered with shells which arc fnir-
ly hard, making armor of a sort.

A crab has JO legs, two of them
with pincers at the end. If we
count the front pair of legs, as
walking legs.

crab usually swims" about the
ocean surface for days or weeks.
If it is not gobbled up by a fish
or other enemy, it will molt sev-
eral times and at length will look
like its parents.

A few 'kinds ol new-hatched
crabs look like tiny editions of the
adults, but most of them are of
different shaps until they have
seen in the water for some time.

Dozens of molts take plnce as
the crab grows up. Several of
these changes may be carried out
n a single yenr. Even well-grown
crabs molt, but the time between
molts may be from one to four
years.

Molting is Nature's way of giv-

ing growing space to a crab. It
gets too big| for its shell, and
throws it oi'f'

The shell cracks, and the crab
pulls itself out backward. After
the cracking takes place, the rest
of the molting may last only 15
minutes.

Often the crab eats the old shell
This gives lime salts which help
the creature to grow another hard
covering.
