COLUMBUS RICHLY HONORED
BY MANY PLACE NAMES

Few men in history Imvo buen
honored so richly by having places
named after them as Christopher
Columbus. During his lifetime, he
met little reward for his work,
but since his death people have

j done one thing after another to
mark him as one-of the heroes
of history.

Columbus never stepped on Hie
soil of North Amcrlco, but his
mime is used for places which lo-
cated far and wide over this con-
tinent.

The largest area in North Amer-
ica named Tor Columbus is British
Cokimbiii, the great Canadian
province, which borders the Pacific
ocean. In addition, the largest

river which flows into the Pacific
is the Columbia.

The capital of South Carolina is
Columbia, and the same name has

Tree Grafts Stop
White Pine Blister

The scourge of white pine blist-
er rust, which is devastating Wis-
consin's forests, can be conquered
by gratis from selected trees, A.
J. Kilter, plant pathologist of the
University of Wisconsin college of
agriculture, reported today.

The pathologist and two asso-
ciates, T. F. Kouba nnd W. H.
Brenor, Bald graft* from unnf-
fllctecl seed-bearing tvees in tour
northwestern c o u n t i e s h a v e

proved resistant to the blister rust.
The grafts withstood both natural
and artificial rust innoculatlon.

However, Kilter said, the graft-
ing procedure is considered too
expensive for large-scale forest
preservation. Propagation of dis-
ease-resistant trees through seed
and rooting of white pine cuttings
is being investigated by the state
conservation department and fed-
eral agriculture department with
a view toward large-scale refor-

! cstntion.

When
the Portuguese took over the city
in 1517, they wrote the name "Co-
lombo," thus honoring their hero,
Columbus, The British got control
of Ceylon in 1796, and were coo- ^
tent to keep the name of Colombo. ̂

"Colombo" is an Italian way at
spelling Columbus. It was used in
making the name of Colombia, •
republic in South America.

The Spanish way of spelling .
Christopher Columbus is "Cristo-
bal Colon." Thus the twin cities
of Cristobal and Colon in th«
Panama canal area have both tb»
names of Columbus! .
