Fish Work Water Past Gills in
Breathing: Process

People can be drowned in wnler,
and almost all kinds of fish will
die in the air.

Those are the general rules.
If n man ROCS under water in n

submarine, he rnny 'ivc f°!" many
hours with the help of oxygen
which is taken down with this
form of boat. In the same way, he
may live for hours it' ho is in a j
diving suit and has a constant sup-
ply of oxygen. The same man will
die ii- he stays under water very

j Ions wi thout oxygen.
A f ish, such as n perch or n

I pickerel, has another story. It will
'"drown" if it is kept out of water,
It cannot breathe while in the air.

A few kinds of f ish, , such as the
lungl ' i sh or Af r i ca and the mud-
fish of South America, breathe air,
but they are not common.

There is one important thing

which both air and water have.
That is the -gas called "oxygen."
About one-fifth of the air in oxy-
gen, and water is made up of
oxygen and hydrogen.

Both men and fish must have
oxygen to live. Wc take oxygen
from air and fish take . it from
water.

The fish gets oxygen from wa-
ter through its gills. These are
located about its throat, and are
of a deep reddish color. Tile color
comes from the blood inside the
gills.

A fish opens iis mouth and
tiikcK in wafer. Then it closes its
mouth and the water is forced
back toward the throat, ' 'he water
touches the gills, and part of the
oxygen in it goes into the blood in
thi: gills. The rest of the water
passes out through the "gill cov-
ers," which open and close at the
back of the fish's head.

Thus the gills take oxygeu from
the water. At the same time they
send "carbonic acid ga>=' into the
water. As those things happen,
the fish breathes. AU through the
day and night, a fish keep* open-
ing and closing" its mouth, to wat«r
will run in and out, past the gilli.

Certain animals are able to
breathe whether they are in water
or in air. These include tht mud-
fish of South America. The so-
called "apple snails" of the same
parts of South America are eaten
by mudfish.
