alarm box, we can call the'fire
department in a hurry,. .That' is
very different from . what people
did in olden times.'

Running out ol a burning house,
a person .would shout "Fire!" as
loudly as he could. Those who
heard him would take up the cry,
and at last the news might reach
some of the volunteer firemen in
the town.

The firemen would rush to the
engine house and wheel out a hami
pump to rush to the fire. Most

•might keep the fire from spread-
ing.

The hose used a century and a
half ago was of small diamefer. It
could send a half-inch .strfe'am of
water to a low roof,,but it did not
amount to much.--" .

Skyscrapers of the modern kind
did not ..exist in the past century,
but some hotels and other build-
ings were several stories high.
Often a hotel had no outdoor fire
escape, and people might be
trapped on a floor far above the
ground.

The fire
chief told her that human life was
too valuable to risk it on such an
errand. . •

Present-day firemen have excel-
lent ladders which are carried to
fires on motor trucks. Many ot
them are in sections which told to^
gether. When necessary, they can
be made.to unfold by the use of
springs, cranks or motor power. A
sturdy ladder as high as 123 feet
may be reased from a truck.

The ae r i a l ladder, sometime*
called "telescopic," is a great value
in fighting fires in tall buildings.
Some firemen w h o climb them,
have radio sets of the "waBcy-
talky" kind, A man *t the height ,
of the tenth story of a building
can talk to those on the ground
much better with such a radio, or
with a portable telephone, than br
ghoullng,
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
