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Shoulder Took "Kick" After Stock

Wag Fitted to Hand Cannon

In the year 1430, an Italian made
a note about certain weapons
which had come on the battlefield.
Ht hnd watched soldiers
ing a town near Pisa,

"The defenders," he wrote,
"used a new weapon. In their
hands they held a block of wood
about four and a half feet long.
Fastened to it was an iron tube
filled with sulphur and saltpeter.
This tube threw out iron bullets
by the force of fire.

"The blow, when it struck,
brought certain death. Neither ar-
mor nor shield could protect a
man against it. More than once
a single bullet went through a file
of two or three soldiers."

The use of gunpowder seemed
new to that Italian, but gunpow-
der had been used in several bat-
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of ™™*™> a Brit-- . i • J « " ish ]cmg( had used small cannon in
warfare a century before.

1 In those days, news traveled
slowly. People learned little about
gunpowder weapons until they saw
them in action.

The hand cannon of which we
spoke yesterday grew popular in
some armies of Europe. A record
tells us that the Duke of Bur-
gundy had 4,000 soldiers who car-
ried hand cannon in 1411.

Britain is urging the production of
more wooden ties for its railroads.

One trouble about the hand can-
non was the fact that it "kicked"
too much. A soldier had a , hard
time holding it in hit hands when
the gunpowder exploded.

To take care of that trouble, an
inventor made a stock to be placed
behind the barrel. This stock was
of wood. It could be fitted to the
shoulder, and the shoulder took the
"kick" when the weapon was fired.

Thus muskets of a sort were
made. They came to be common
weapons of foot soldiers in Europe.

The name "harquebus" or "ar-
quebus" was used for a musket in
France.

The musket may be classed as
an ancestor of the rifle. Yet the
true rifle has grooves inside the
barrel, we say that it has been "ri-
