Lentlls Rank Among Imporiant
Foods of Europe and Asia

Victory gardens have many
kinds of vegetables, but only a few
of themn have lentils, :

Lentils are not used very much
for human food on this continent,
but in Europe and southern Asia
they ranikk ameng the most impor-

{rom India and Egypt to Germany.
To a large extent, they tske the
place of peas and heans,

Like preas and beans, lentilg have
seeds which grow in .pods. It is
these gecds which are enten. A pod
usuzlly hag two seeds In it but
many lentils have only one.seed
to the pod, There may he a® many
a5 150 pods on a single plant.

Ground into meal, or used in
soup, lentils are rich in food value.
Sometimes they arc mixed with
split peas in making soup.

In the Bible we read of Esau
selling his birthright for a mess
of poitage. Very likely thiz pottage
was made from red Egyptian
lentils.

Lentils are grown as a “forage
erop.” The plants make excellent
fodder for ldvestock,

Another important forage crop
is alfalfa. Tt is raised chiefly for
hay, and hss becorme one of the
leading hays ¢n this continent.

The alfalfa plant seldom grows
to a height of more than two and
a half feet. Often it gets to Le only
18 or 20 inches tall.

Small purple or Llue flowers
bloom on most alfalfa plants, Yet

ihere are kinds of alfalfa which
produce yellow flowers or mixed
yellow and blue flowers. Whatever

foed for bees, and with thiz food
the bees meke fine-flavorad honey.

Agin geems to have been the
first home of alfalfa. Records going
back 2,300 years tell how Persinns
fed alfalfa to their livestock,

in South America, and later car-
ried seeds to Calfornis, Today al-
falfg grows in all the 48 American
states, and in mouthern Canada,.
Ontario produces most of Canada's
alfalfa,

Alfalfa roofs go far down Into
the ground. Sometimes the tap
roots reach points from 15 to 20
