They usually rest in the daytime
and fly at night.

The eyes are perhaps the mast
interesting things about an owl.
Thay are set in the head in such a
way that they look forward, not
sidewise in the manner of most
birds. They mpke the owl seem
to have a face somewhat like that
of a human being.

‘Thanks partly to the seiling of

'the eyes, we hear about “the wise

+old owl” The owl, however, is no
!more wise than mcst other birds,
and is less smart than a crow or
raven,

Yet we cannot place owls at the
Toot of the bird world in regard to
braing, They have enough sense io
keep their race alive. You may
go far up into the North Frigid]
zone and you will find owls, and
they exist in most other regions
of the earth, One kind of owl
or ancther lives on almost every
island of any size in the Pacifle
and Atlantic oceans.

Owls have a keen sense of sight.
On a dark night they can see ob-
jects which people would have &
hard time seeing. With just a Lt~
tle starlight in the sky, they may
gee—and capture—a  mouse i
woods or field. To a Iarge extent
they live on mice, ¢chipmunks and
gophers. They also eat such in-
sects as grasshoppers and crickets.
Sometimes they prey on rabbits,
squirrels and fish.

Owlg have an upper and lower
Tid for each eye, also a well-made
“third cyelid." The third eyelid s
a membrane which is plosed a-
cross the eye.
