"The drought cut the amount of
produce u» expected to get from
our own prison and institutional
farms, necessitating the purchass
in greater quantity* of food from
othf - r sources." Piersorr said

t'nder normal conditions, the
i n s t i t u t i o n a l farm* in Ohio produce
about half the food required to
feed the 36,200 person* who are
in state institution*

Arrangement* hnve been made
for the importation of peas sauer-
kraut, cherries, bean* and corn
from Michigan prison* w h i l e
bean*, apple sauce, pea* and to-
matoes are being imported from
prison farm* of Maryland and
Missouri
