EXPANSION OF
INSULIN SHOCK
IDEA PANNED

COLUMBUS. Sept. 21—(UP)—
Dr. Frank F. Tallman. state com-
missioner of mental diseases, dis-
closed today that the use of in-
sulin shock for treatment of in-
sane persons—now used in all of

I Ohio's nine mental institutions -
i w i l l be greatlv expanded when
I trained personnel is available,
i Tallman explained that the na-
, ture of insulin treatment de-
manded constant supei vision of
the patient by trained technicians,
adding that it would be "danger-
ous" to use the treatment in the
absence of competent supeivisors.

He said h<- was checking the
state's hospital, however, to «le-
t e imme if it is possible to expand
usf of the treatment w i t h ex is t -
ing facilit ies. I n s u l i n is usid to
"shock" pat ients to v a n i t \ .

"Ohio's mental hospitals are
overcrowded and more oxtensiv
use of insu l in t ieatments could
help a great deal in cutting down
the institutional population," he
said.
