Judge Refuses
to Dismiss
OPA Cheese Suit

Federal Judge Patrick T. Stonn
denied a motion by the Cheese
Producers Marketing assn., Mon-
ticello, after a hearing Thursday,
for dismissal of an Office of Price
Administration (OPA) suit for
treble damages totaling $150,000
for sales of Swiss cheese at above-
ceiling prices.

Dismissal was sought on ground
that the suit was brought on Feb.
21. 1944, without specific -uthor-
ity from the secretary of agricul-
ture as required under the price
control act as affecting agricul-
tural products.

Stone held, however, thnt Swiss
cheese Is not nn agricultural prod-
uct but a processed commodity
and therefore not subject to the
requirement.

Picking spots for that
depends more on the location of
your cards sometimes than on the
tolnl power of them, if, the oppo-
nent who doubled you is consid-
ered a sound player .Your double,
in other words, is based on your
knowing that certain cards are in
a place where the doubler would
not expect to find them.

North's redouble was based on
a combinnt ion of factors. .First n.f
n i l , North's hnkli . ig of two aces,
plus sundry and various other as-
sets, made him pretty sure when
he heard South's opening bid
that his partner was very well
heeled in such things as kings, plus
no doubt at least one ace. He felt
certain at the outset that the side
could not possibly lack more than
one of the top-card tricks.

Notice that South's second bid
was not a mere 2-No Trumps,
which would have been required
to overcall North's 2-Diamonds,
but an entire level up following
East's 3-Clubs. That r e q u i r e d
something more than a minimum
hand. Another factor — North
reckoned the No Trump call in-
dicated South could take at least
the second trick in East's club
suit.

Another factor was that the
double was in the West, and
North sat over it was two aces,
Lhe diamond one having a com-
plete tenace over a possible king
and the spade one having a tenace
if South possessed either the K or

as seemed sure from his No
Trump bid before hearing about
North's spades.

North figured correctly. The
club A won the first trick, but
hat was all. North was able to

r u f f out one club, get three spade
tricks by ftnesaing, and thon vutf
his fourth spade.
