which was famous 2,500 years ago.
People called it the "glory of the
Kast," but it is known in hislury
as "Persepolis." This name c.imc
from the Greek language, and
means "Persian City."

| If you wanted to see those ruins,
you might make a sea voyage into
the Persian Gulf. Getting off your
boat at the port of Bushire, you
could go 150 miles inland, and you
would be "there."
' At first you very likely would

feel disappointed. What you would
see would hardly look like a great
city. From a distance you could
observe pillars rising from th»
ground, along with parts of Walla
and other stonework. All that can
be seen now gives but a small idea
of the ancient Glory of the East.

It is only by close study of the
remains that we have been able to
learn important facts about the
main buildings in Persepolis. The
city went to ruin in the time of
Alexander the Great. We are told
that Alexander destroyed u Inrgc
part of it. It has amounted to
little since it was captured and
plundered by the soldiers of that
conqueror.

Yet the pillars and the rest of
the stonework tells us a great deal
about the chief buildings of Per-
sepolis. These buildings were pal-
aces of kings, and they rank
among the greatest palace? of all
time.

The first palace at Persepolis
was built by ;\ king named Darius.
Note the "s" at the end of his
name. It was the custom in Persia
for, men, to have names ending ini

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's". Among the other. Persian
kings were Xerxes, Artaxerxes,
and Cyrus. When you study Per-
sian history, see whether you can
find a single Persian man of an-
cient times whose name did not
end with an "s."

Going closer, to the .wall* and

pillars, we find that some of them
have figures of animali and men.
on them. Some of these figure*
represent bulls, and others show
kings and soldiers.
