The little country lies far up
amid the headwaters of the Rhine
river. The Rhine, where it is a
narrow stream, flows along the
western border.

There are hills, valleys and
mountains in Liechtenstein. Two
mountain peaks rise more than a
mile and a half above sea level.

In the valleys and on the hill-
sides, the people raise grain and
other crops. Fruit trees and grape
vines are grown, and there are
herds of cattle.

Liechtenstein puts out postage
stamps. Besides stamps for ordi-
nary mail, it has issued 23 kinds
of airpost stamps.

The old Liechtenstein family of
Austria gave its name to the coun-
try.
