The story of eau de Cologne
goes bnck more than two cen-
turies. It is believed to have been
invented by .Toiinnn Farina, citi-
zen of I t i i l i n n b i r t h .

Tlio «pcret wns Kiiardcd for n
long l i m e , but coloKne In now
mncle in various countries. It Con-
tains alcohol, along with such oils
as those which come from lemone,
oranges and rosemary.

In the present war, the city of
Cologne has suffered a great deal
or bombing. It lies alongside the
R h i n e river, in an important In-
r l i i n t r l n l Nei'lion of Qonnnny.

A Knmini wninnn guve her nnmp
to Cologne. She wns C'olnnla
Agrippina, and her husband, a
Roman emperor, named a little
colony on the Rhine river in her
honor. This colony slowly grew
into the city which now looks
buck on a history of almost 1,900
yeors.

During the Middle Ages, Co-
logne became a great center of
trade. Its goldsmiths and weavers
were famous, Cologne cloth was
exported to foreign lands, along
with other articles.

In the year 1414 the city made
a law to drive out Jews who lived
there. Another law took away the
rights of citizens from persons
who followed any Protestant faith.
