Uncle Ray's Corner
France lias Farms
Where Frog Liart
Snails Are Raised

About 10 days ago I spoke of
Christmas feasts in diflerent
countries, and said that in France
the I'ood was apt to inc lude frog
legs and .snails.

The French have a great liking
for those "dishes." They have
been eating frog legs and snails
for many years. An old nick-
names tor a Frenchman is "frog-
eater," but that is not a kindly
•way to speak of the French. Many
persons on our side of the Atlan-
tic sometimes eat fried frog legs,
and compare the taste to that of
chicken.

Frogs are raised for the mar-
ket in France. Two kinds are
favored for food, one being the
"green i frog," the other the "red
frog." A part of the back is com-
monly eaten, as well as the long
hind legs.

The "red frog" is more brown

than red. Its background color is
reddish brown, and it has brown
and green spots.

Raising snails also is important
in France. These little shelled
animals are kept in special houses,
and are fed with vegetables such
as cabbages. In a year, a "snail
farmer" may raise 300,000 or more
snails on an acre oi ground.

Many snails and frogs are s-?nt
to market in Paris. There they are
sold to people who eat them in
their own homes, also to restau-
rants. In a single peacetime year,
about 2,000,000 pounds of snails
are eaten in Paris.

Paris also is known as a center
of the fine arts. Some of its build-
ings, and many of its statues, show
the high skill of French architests
and sculptors.

One large statue in Paris is a
figure of a woman who represents
France. This statue has reminded
some persons of the Statue of
Liberty in New York harbor, but
it is not nearly so large. On the
pedestal below the main statue
are figures which represent Lib-
ert}', Equality and Fraternity.

France is a very old country,
'but in some parts of it there still
are forests of large size. These
forests supply millions of dollars
worth of timber for houses, also a
great deal o[ f irewood.

Another forest product is resin,

W
a gummy substance taken from
pine trees. Resin is used in mak-

ing varnish, soap and other tl-.lr.gs.
In a single year, shortly before
the second World war, the Frencti
gathered more than 29.000,000
gallons of resin from their forests.
