I believe it was the first time
in history that anything like this
had happened. At 11:30 the Pope
came from behind the drawn cur-
ta ins of the Chapel of the Relics,
proceeded by the t r iumphal voices
of the t rumpets anci the proces-
sion which was led by the bril-
l i an t ly bedecked Swiss guards in
the i r red plumed hats. The Pope
was carried in the gestatorial
cha i r .

The Mass contrary to my ex-
pectations was a low one and at
the end of the first Mass the Holy
Father himself distributed Holy
Communion to several hundred
Diplomats and big ranking mili-
tary personnel'. Ironically present
were the envoys from our two
enemy countries Japan and Ger-
many. The Japanese envoy's wife
received Holy Communion. A sec-
ond Mass followed the first and
at the end the Holy Father re-
sumed his place in the gestatorial
chair and gave benediction to the
thnmfis in attendance as he was
carried from the Basilica.

It was truly a th r i l l and I will
never forget it and my only sor-
row is thai, every C n t h n l i e
th roughou t the world could not at
some time or other witness it.

F.voryone over here while opti-
mistic over the European war, are
needlessly becoming fed up with
the war. Many of the boys have
been away from home for three
years or more and can only re-
i.icmbcr the faintest things about
the U. S. A. We know that the
home folks are behind us 100%
but some of them are slacking a
l i t t l e bit . There should be no
str ikes, or k i c k i n g because they
can't get th ings they want to eat
or t i res for the i r cars. Prices I
know are high but Cor example
compare them wi th Rome. What is
cal led a steak dinner over here
w i l l run from four to f ive dol-
lars. That would be Ala-Carte.
Anyone in the U. S. A. is lucky
and has no right to holler about
any th ing .
