Bill Would Ease
Gambling Punishment

SPRINGFIELD, 111. — (U.R) —
Elimination of jail sentences for

Eersons convicted' of gambling,
saving only imposing of fines,

was provided in bills before the
cenate of the state general as-
sembly today.

The measure, introduced by
Sen. P. V. Libonati, (D-Chicago),

would nmend the Illinoto criminal
jurisprudence act to make the
jail eliminations apply to convic-
tions for all forms of gambling,
including horse race betting.

Libonati said he sponsored the
proposals because "I feel that
fines are sufficient punishment
for these violations." Some how-
ever, regarded the bills as a pos-
sible step toward enactment of
laws permitting cities to license
gambling.

Uncle Ray's Corner
AMERICANS PROVIDED
BETTER ROADS FOR
PEOPLE OF PHILIPPINES

The American government had
control of the Philippines for 43
years before the Japanese inva-
sion. During that period, a great
deal was done to help the people
enjoy more modern ways nt l ife.

When the Americans urrlvod 46
years ngo, there were only 120
miles of railway on the islands. In
the years which followed, the rail-
way mileage was increased seven-
fold.

In addition, many good roads
were built. In 1940 there were
enough improved roads to reach
from Montreal to British Colum-
bia. and then down the Pacific
coast to Los Angeles.

Philippine roads, of course, do

not stretch in a straight line for
any such distance as from Mon-
treal to British Columbia, There
is not enough space for that. The
largest island, Luzon, is only about
the size of the state of Ohio. Yet
the many short roads together
would make a very long one.

Manila, the capital of the Phil-
ippines, has a population of more
thiin 600,000. It is, to some extent,
n modern city, nnd mnny of ita
homes have electric lights.

If, however, we speak of Fili-
pino homes in general, we must
not think only of those in Manila.
A typical house of Luzon, or of
one of the other islands, has a
steeply-slanting roof, and the first
floor is raised several feet above
the ground. Mnny of the roofs are
thatched. Oil lamps, rather than
electric lights, are commonly used
in houses outside the larger cities.

The idea of raising the first floor
of n house some feet above th«
ground is widespread. This is done
chiefly to protect ithe house from
getting wet. The Philippines have
heavy rains which are apt to flood
the ground.

The houses nro raised on posts,
and there is an open apace be-
tween the floor and the soil. In
farm homes, the floor may be six
or eight feet above ground, and
cattle can go under the house to
escape the heat of the midday sun.

In wilder parts of \the islands,
tree houses are found. People who
live in such houses may climb lad-
ders which are 20 or 30 feet long
when they "come home."

Many Moro tribesmen in the
Philippines live in houses built on
posts or stakes in the water. ,
