RESERVE NAMES
NEW DEAN FOR
MEDICAL SCHOOL

CLEVELAND, Feh. 22—(INS)
—Pregident Winfred G. Leutner of
Western Reserve university an-
nounced today the appointment of
Dr. Joseph T. Wearn as dean of
the university’s school of medicine,
one of the most important positions
in the field of medical education in
the United States.

Dr. Wearn, a professor of medi-
cine, succeeds Dr. Torald H. Soll-
mann, who retired as dean last
July 1.

In addition to his faculty chair
at reserve, the new dean is direct-
or of the department of medicine
at Lakeside hospital in Cleveland,
a consultant to the surgeon gen-
eral of the U. 8. Army, consultant
to the research and development
branch of the Army quartermaster
general and a member of other
government committees.

He is widely known for his re-
search in the physiology of heart
disease and in diseases of the
blood, including leukemia. A native
of Charlotte, N. C., Dr. Wearn
come to Reserve in 1929 from the
Harvard Medical sehool, where he
was associate professor of medi-
cine and associate director of the
Thorndike Memorial Iaboratory.
