BUT NO SEAWEED

There was a time when the At-
lantic ocesn Was called “the Dark
sea.’” That name was given to it
because the people in Europe knew
little ahout it.

Now we know a great deal about
the Atlantic, but "Dark sea™ would
be a falvly gnod name for it right
now. More '.an three-fourths of
the water in it is in darkness.

The same statement could he
made, however, about the Pacific
and Indian cceans. Every ocean
ig largely “in the dork,” Sunlight
goes down only a little mere than
half a mile. Below a certain point,
there is blackness all about.

Tha average depth of the At-
luntic hay becen given as 12,862
feet, Tests indicale that the In-
dian ocean is about 60 feet deeper
than that, on the average, The Pa-
ciflc has ke greatest average
depth, the figure being slightly
more than 14,000 feet,

The farther down a diver goes,
the darker he finds the water.
During the first hundred feet, it
is easy for him to see what is
around him, If he goes down, how-
ever, in a diving sphere to a depth
of 3,000 feet, he must have power-
ful lights to sce what is around
iim.
