It was night on the Pacific
ocean and a sailing wvessel was on
its way hack to Great Britain,

Able commander
though he was, Bligh was stern,
even harsh, Several sailers had
been punished for breaking rules.

So it came about on that dark
night that mutiny broke out on
tke “Bounty.” Bligh was routed
from hia sleep, and was placed in
a small craft known as a “cutter,"
along with 18 others. Food and
water were given them, and they
set off on a jourmey which took
"them 4,000 miles over open sea to
ithe Dutch Indies, Twelve of them
at last reached England safely.

Meanwhile the men on the
YBounty' sailed back to Tahiti,
Most of them stayed there until
twao years later, when they were
rounded up and placed abgsard a
British frigate, to be iaken home
in irons,

Nine of the sailors, however,
had left Tahiti before the frigate
arrived. Boarding the “Bounty”’
cwith the Tahiti women whom
they had married, they had sailed
‘to a small siretch of land known
. as Piteairn island.
