Compulsory Training

OMAHA, Neb.—(U.R)—National
Commander Edward N. Scheiber-
ing of the American Legion said

today we must have compulsory
military training in peacetime,
"because we can't fiddle around
when we have another war."

Scheiberling's comment follow-
ed publication of results of a poll
taken by Omaha post No. 1 of the
Legion. The Omaha Post, largest
in the country, said 2,786 members
had voted for compulsory military
training and 396 against. Veterans
of World War II voted 10 to one
in favor, while World War I vet-
erans voted seven to one.

"BOUNTY" SAILORS LEFT
CHILDREN WHO GREW
UP AND MARRIED

When the British frigates ar-
rived, John Adams seems to have
had. some fear that he might be
taken off the island as a prisoner,
because of his part in the mutiny
on the "Bounty."

The captains of the frigates,
however, greeted him in a most

friendly wn,y. They were deeply
interested in Hie litt le colony.

According to the record, there

were "about 46 persons" on Pit-
cairn island when the frigates
made their visit in 1814. Besides
Adams and several women of mid-
dle age, there were children rang-
ing widely in age. Some of the
children were in their teens, and
others were young men and
young women in their early
twenties.

Pitcuir Island is small. It is I
only two and a half miles long
and about a mile wide at its wid-
est part. There are some steep
slopes, but the 'soil is fertile. The
settlers found that crops of yams
and bananas grew well there, and
that the coconut trees provided a
rich yield. With milk from their
goats, with eggs and flesh from
their poultry, and with pork from
their swine, they enjoyed a good
diet.

The young man named Thurs-
day Christian was the son of the
leader in the mutiny. His man.
ner pleased the captains of the
two frigates, and indeed they
liked all the people on this re-
mote island. The residents spoke
English, with some Tahitan
words mixed in.

After sailing away, the captains
reported what they had found on
Pitcaim. No effort was ever
made to cause any trouble for
John Adams. Ruling on the lit-
tle island, this old sailor did not
know that another John Adams
had served as president of the
United States from 1797 to 1801.

The children of the "Bounty"
sailors married one another after
they grew up. One of the mar-
riages was between George
Young, son of Midshipman Young,
and Hannah Adams, daughter of
John Adams.

A colony still exists on Pitcairn
island. At last report the popula-
tion was 209.
