Among the interesting stories
cabled across the Atlantic during
the past few months is one about
the "Edelweiss Pirates." Accord-
ing to this report, groups of Ger-
man youths banded together to
fight the Nazis in many parts of
southern Germany before the ar-
rival of Allied soldiers.

[The herbn, only about six inches
high, grow on the Alps mountains.

We think of Switzerland at the
home of the Alps, but these moun-
tains also reach into parts of
France, Italy, Austria and Ger-
many. Travelers and tourists In
the Alps region have heard about
the edelweiss, and some of them
have seen it growing in the moun-
tains.

People in Alpine districts feel
that it Is something of an honor
to climb high enough to pink the
edelweiss. Perhaps that explains
why Germany youths chose il as
an emblem of their fight against
the Nazis.

German boys nnd girls In their
teens may have hud some choice
ns to whether they would Join the
Hitler Youth or such groups as
the Edelweiss Pirsites. Yet there
are millions of German children
of, say, 12 years down to the
babies, who could not be said to
have had any choice at all. No
doubt it is of them that certain AN

"Edelweiss bands," the atory
went on to say, "have hidden
arms, raided and destroyed local
Nazi party offices, and have
helped slave labor to escape Ger-
many.""

You may wonder where the
name "Edelweiss" came from, and
the answer is that it wag adopted
from a mountain flower. The
word "edelweiss" means "noble
white" in the German language,
and the edelweiss is a white flow-
er which blottoms an • small herb.

lied soldiers have been quoted M
saying:

"We are going to be good to th*
German kids. After all, they didn't
have anything to do with making
this war."

From a human point of view,
the only way to treat children in
a conquered country Is with kind-
ness. Perhaps that is the best wajr
to treat grownups as well, but
about children there Can be no
doubt.

There will come a time when
the children of present-day Ger-
many will grow into men and wo-
men. If the majority of them
then feel that they have been
li-enled With kindness, It may help
to solve one of the problems, of
this troubled world.
