in Butler and Preble-cos, $950,000.

Tom Downs of Columbus, speak-
ing for the Congress of Industrial
Organizations and the Ohio State
Federation of Labor, told the com-
mittee "we hope that when the
war is o\er we will be able to get
back to 40 hours per week and per-
haps 30 or 35 hours per week, and
then \\e will have a real problem
of providing recreational facili-
ties."
