Many furry animals have coats

which protect them from being
seen. Their hair matches the places
where they live, and it is hard for
enemies to see them.

The zebra is a good example
of "protective resemblance." It
has stripes on its sides which
match the lights and shadows of
the tall grass on which it often
grazes.

The coat of an arctic fox
changes as the seasons pass. It is
white in the long snowy period of
the far north, but changes to
gray-blue or brownish in the sum-
mer.

among birds, reptiles and insects.
Bright-colored birds may be spied
quickly among the trees, but they
are clever at flying and cannot be
caught easily.

Sitting on the nest, a fe-
male is less easily seen by ene-
mies when her feathers are dull-
colored.

In the insect world there are
countless examples of protective
resemblance. Some insects arc
green, and match the color of the
leaves on which they feed. Others
match the bark of trees on which
they spend most of their time.

Many worms are the larvas of
winged insects. In time they turn
into moths, butterflies or other in-
sects. Such worms sometimes (but
not always) look like parts of the
trees or bushes on which they
feed.

The strange "measuring worm"
is the larva of a moth. This little
creature can cling to a tree branch
with its hindmost legs, and can
stand up straight. When it "holds
still" in that position, it looks like
a twig, and may escape the notice
of a bird or other enemy which
might like to eat it,

The measuring worm gained its
name from its way of crawling.
Rearing on its hind legs, it bends
its body forward and takes hold
of a^branch, or other object, with
its foremost pairs of legs. Then it
pulls the back part of its body

ahead, and makes a measure of
progress toward its goal.
