Uncle Ray's Corner
YCCCA PLANTS AND
MOTHS CARRY OUT
CLOSE RELATIONSHIP

A kind of partnership exists be-
tween certain moths and the
plants known as yuccas.

There are about 30 kinds of
yuccas. When full grown, they
may be only three or four feet
high, or they may rise 40 feet
above the ground. The large ones
often are called "tree yuccas,"
and there are several kinds of
these in the United States.

Pollen must be spread from
flowers to flower if the yuccas are
to bear seeds which will grow.
That is where the moths come in.
They spread the pollen. Bees show

no interest in visiting yucca blos-
soms.

Yucca flowers may remain open
for only a single night. The moths
wait for the opening, and quickly
gather little balls or pellets of
pollen. The female insect then car-
ries the bit o£ pollen to another
flower, and lays four or five eggs.
Then the yucca moth, as it is
called, covers the eggs with pollen.

If we take a common case, we
find that about 200 seeds would
be produced by a yucca flower.
The moth eggs.hatch into larvas
which eat the seeds, but each lar-
va eats only 18 or 20 seeds. So
the four or five larvas eat hardly
half of the seeds in the flower.
The rest of the seeds are left to
be spread about, and perhaps be-
come new yucca plants or trees.

Thus we see that the moth helps
the yucca, and the yucca helps
the moth. There are several kinds
of yucca moths, and each kind
visits a special type o£ yucca.

The Joshua tree is an example
of the yucca. It grows on deserts
in southwestern parts of the
United States. Many Joshua trees
are found in the Majave, or Mo-
have, desert of California.

The Joshua tree has ;i woody
trunk, and reaches a height of
from 25 to 35 feet. It has a num-
ber of branches, and at the end
of each branch is a bunch of
leaves!
