Weeping willows are fairly com-
mon in some parts of this con-
tinent, but they are not native
trees. They hnve ben brought in
from abrond, nnd their f l r« t home
seems to hnve been China.

Our artist drew this picture
to illustrate the Canary Island
tale about a "weeping tree."

The weeping wilow is the best
known "weeping tree," but there
are others. The rare weeping
spruce is found on mountains in
northern California and southern
Oregon. Weeping oaks and weep-
ing red cedars also seem a bit sad.
California has a weeping palm,
but it is better known as the Ian
palm.

Other weeping trees do not have
drooping leaves 01 branches. Peo-
ple who have Konc under them
have felt liquid falling on them!
So many stories o£ this kind were
told that several scientists gave
study to the problem.

It has been found that bits of
liquid really drop J r o m the
branches of some trees. When I
say this, I am not speaking about
dripping after a rain, and I am not
thinking of dew.

The dripping may take place
when there has been no rain for
several days. A man who stands
under such a tree for 10 or 15
minutes may find his hat and coat
f.iirly wet.

The dripping is due to insects

which feed on lh« trees. These ln«
sects are related to froghoppers.
During their "nymph" stage they
give off a watery liquid and when
thousands of them work on a tre«.
they may make the «p«c* bclcw
rather wet.

A strange tale was told by Span*
iards who conquered the Canary
islands five centuries a(o. Th«
Spaniards reported seeing a tree
which dropped so much water that
the natives took it by the gallon
from a pond underneath! Modern
travelers have failed to find any
trei which drops water, or any
other .sort of liquid, by the gallon.
