COUNTESS HELPED CURE
FRIENDS WITH BARK
FROM PERU TREES

A Spanish noblewoman gave
her name to a tree. This tree did
not grow in Spain, or in any other
part of Europe. Yet it was called
the Cirtchona in her honor, and

has kept the name to this day.
The woman was the Countess

Chinchon. Her husband had been
the Spanish viceroy in Peru, and
had been cured of a fever with the
help of bark from a certain kind
of tree. Peru Indians called the
tree the "kina" or "quina."

Knowing the value of the bark,
the countess had some of it shipped
to her estate in Spain. From time
to time alter that, she gave pieces
of it to friends who suffered from
fever. The friends used it to brew
a bad-tasting medicine which did
them good. They spoke of the bark
as "Chinchon bark."

From that grew the name of the
Cinchona tree. You will notice that
the first "h" in Chinchon is left
out in spelling the tree's name.

Cinchona bark provides quinine,
a medicine which has helped to
cure a number of diseases. Until j
the second World war, quinine was
the only important medicine used
in the treatment of malaria.

Cinchona trees grow on moun-
tains in Peru, Ecuador and Colum-
bia. Sometimes they reach a
height of from 75 to 85 feet.

Spaniards and Indians used to
cut down the trees and strip off
the bark. This killed off all Cin-
chona trees in some districts.

Not quite a century ago, seeds
and tiny sprouted plants of the
Cinchona tree were planted in Al-
geria, India, l;urma, Ceylon and
Java. Several years later the mar-^
ket price of quinine fell from $3 i

to 25 cents an ounce.
Java proved to be the place

whe where Cinchona trees would
grow best. When the Japanese
captured that island in 1942, the
greater part of the world's supply

of quinine was cut off. During the
war, a new drug known as ata-
brine has come into widespread
use as a substitute for quinine.
