‘FORMED BED OF SEA
DURING BYGONE AGE

' The word “pampa’ means
“plain,” and it was sdopted by
Spaniurds in Scuth America hune
dreds of years ago. The Spaniards
took the word from the languzage
of an Indian tribe,

Severzal parts of South America
have plains, or pampas, but when
w person speals of “the pazmpas”
he means the great plaing of Ar-
gentina. Nowhere else on the con-
tinent can such big siretches of
grass-covered land he found,

The exact area of Argentina’s
pampas can hardly be given, but
we may say roughly that these
plains cover abeout a quarter of a

cuth America. We can tell about
it only because of the remains
which have been left behind. Tae!

parts, and the shells of sea animals
imbedded in rock below the soil
in the plains.

Most of 1he ground of the pam-
pas is covered with grass. This
grass grows very well, and alten
reaches o height of from eight to
10 feet, In certain ploces, pumpas
grass has heen found 1o grow to
heights of 13 or 14 feet.

When Argentia was seitled, it
was found that cattle conld use the
pampas as grazing land. Groat
herds were raised in the region,
and “gauchos” took rcare of them.
A gaucho is an Argentine cowboy,

Sheep-raising also hecame a big
industry on the pampas. Today Ar-
gentina raises about four-fifths as
many sheep as the United States,
and half as many cattle.
