We think of rock as something
hard and solid, but heat can make
it soft. Take limestone, for in-
stance, which can be treated until
it breaks down into a soft white
powder. That will happen after
the lire has been kept for a time
at 1,800 degrees-Fahrenheit.

Limestone is one of the world's
important rocks. Millions of cu-

stronger mortar is produced when
cement is added to that mixture.

Lime mortar has enjoyed wide-
spread use for many hundreds of
ycnrs. After drying, it becomes
hard nnd holds bricka and stones
in plnce.

More
than half of the material in our
common cement is lime.
