Uncle Ray's Corner
RUSSIAN STAND SAVED
THREE CONTINENTS FROM

During recent weeks there has
been a great deal of talk about
Russia. People have wondered
what course that country would
take.

Some of those who have spoken
to me about Russia have said, "It
surely is forunate that Russia was
on our side during the war against
Hitler." Others have said they
were "worried" about what Rus-
sia would do in the future.

As to the first point, I surely
agree that it was good fortune for
the Allies to have Russia on their
'iide during the war against Ger-
many. The Russians proved that
they were powerful on the battle-

field.
Russia might have stayed out of

the war if she had been willing
to hand over the Ukraine to Hit-
ler. If that had happened, the
forces of Nazi Germany would
have become far stronger. With
a steady stream of oil going into
Germany through trade with Rus-
sia, there would have; been hard-
ly any hope of halting German
armored divisions, or the Luft-
waffe, by cutting off the oil sup-
ply.

At it was, Russia would not
hand over the Ukraine. German
armies attacked, and the Russians
were driven back for hundreds of
miles. The cities of. Leningrad,
Moscow, and Stalingrad came
close to capture during the Ger-
man advances. Then the tide
turned, and the invaders were
driven back toward their home-
land.

During the war in Europe, the
Russians kept more than half o£
Germany's soldiers busy. If those
soldiers hod been able to turn
against Great Britain, H i t l e r
might be today the ruler of all
Europe. Later he could have
spread his power through Asia
and Africa.
• The power of Hitler has been
ended, however, and our thoughts
tucn to the nation which fought
more battles against him than any
other nation.

As to worry about the future,
we must take into account the
changes in Russia during the past
28 years. Before the first World
war, it was a land of peasants.
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Since then, it has become, in large
part, an industrial nation. It Is
in a stronger position today than
it was half a century ago. I shall
go on with this topic tomorrow.
