Wet ground ig good for rice, and
the people raise much of this
grain. In northern Borneo a queer
rice custom exists among members
of the Dusun tribe. A large clay
jar, known as a “‘gusi”, is kept in
a rice field. It is supposed that a
godly spirit visits the jar, and
makes it a kind of home. If due
honor is paid to the spirit, a fine
crop of rice is expected.

In time of peace, rice is export-
ed from Borneo, along with co-
conuts, sage, rubber and oil, Yet
only a small part of the island has
been put to any important use.
Jungles and forests cover much of
the land. Diamonds and gold are
found, but so far they have been
of little importance in the world's
trade,
