Uncle Ray’s Corner

AMAZON WATER LILIES
HAVE GIANT LEAVES
AND WHITE BLOSSOMS

Blue flowers are rare, but in
Egypt you can find some of them
growing from the bed of the Nile
river. They belong to the lotus, or
water lily, family.

The blue Egyptian lotus pokes
its head several inches above the
surface of the river. So do some
other kinds of lotus, but there are
several kinds which rest on the
water.

Blue is only one color of the
lotus. Other kinds are white, yel-
low, pink or red.

Besides the blue lotus, the Nile
has a white lotus with a large
blossom. Sometimes the blossom
rises two feet above the water.

The white lotus was a popular
flower in ancient Egypt. Women
made garlands of the blossoms,
and placed them on their heads.
The sweet odor seems to have
pleased them.

India is another place where
the lotus is famous. The Hindus
look upon it as a holy flower, and
it has a part in the myths of their
religion. -

On our own continent we find
the lotus growing in many ponds,
lakes and rivers, We, however,
usually speak of the flower as a
water lily.

The lotuses or water lilies o
Canada -and the United Stat

have white or yellow blossoms.
Anyone who has tried to pick one
of them by pulling at it knows
something of how tough the stems

are. In past times it was common,
in some sections, for people to
gather water lilies. Nowadays the
public shows more interest in let-

The largest water lily plant is
the Victoria regis, or Royal water
lily. This one growns in the Amae
zon river, in parts where the cure
rent is weak.

The beautiful white blossoms of
the Victoria regis sometimes mea.
sure 16 inches across. Yet that is
only part of the story. Resting
on the water, near the flowers,
are the gigantic leaves of this
plant.

A Victoria regis leaf may be
compared in shape to a pancake
or, better, to a pan used for bak-
ing pies. All around the edge of
the leaf is a rim which stands
above the water. Some of the
leaves are more than six feet
wide! .
