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Former Puppet
Leader Is Dead

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 29 —
(UP) — Chen Kung Po, acting
president of the former puppet
Nanking Chinese government, died
today of self-inflicted wounds, the
Domei News Agency said in a dis-
patch from Peking.

The Domei report, quoting the
newspaper Kuangha Hipao, said
Chen “died this morning from
wounds he inflicted upon himself
vesterday in an attempt to com-
mit suicide.”

The dispatch said Chen was
wounded seriously in his suicide
attempt “and passed away despite
medical treatment given to save
his hfe.”
