Uncle Ray's Corner

POET TOLD ABOUT
ATOMS 2,000 YEARS AGO

Two thousand years ago, a Ro-
man poet told the world about
atoms. He composed a long poem
called “The Nature of Things,”
and it was issued in six parts In
the form of hand-written books.

In those days, long before the
printing press was invented, books
were issued in small editions.

The poem says that atoms are
the things from which the whole
world was made, Lucretius also
states that atomy move, and that
they make things when they com-
bine in certain ways.

Scientists of today agree that
atoms are “building blocks of the
world.” They also agree that
atoms combine to make such ele-
ments as gold, silver and oxygen.

Two persons who helped to
start modern science on the way
to greater knowledge of atoms
were Pierre and Marije Curie.

We may start the story of the
Curies by telling about a young
Polish woman named Marie Sklo-
dovska. Born in Warsaw in 1867,
Marie left her native country be-
fore her twenty-fourth birthday.

Marie Sklodovska studied scl-
ence in her bare room.

She had worked as a governess,
and had saved a little money so
she could go to Paris and continue
her education. She planned some
day to return to Poland and be a
school teacher there.

Seldom, if ever, has a student

\

shown more interest in her studies
than this young woman did. For
four years she bhuried herself in
books, and in listening to lectures
at the Sorbonne.

What a bare room Marie lived
in! It was on the sixth floor, and
was poorly heated. She could at-
ford little food for herself, and a
day might pass when she ate only
a few carrots and a few radishes.
Yet she was having a “good
time,” since she found that acience
was filled with wonders.
