YOUNG KING DECIDED TO
CHANGE EGYPT'S RELIGION

. About 3,320 Years ago, a new
king came to the Egyptian throne.
He was given the name of Amen-
hotop IV, and he was only a youth
in his teens when the honor was
given him.

This young monarch was going
to try to make great changes in
the Egyptian religion. So let us
look at some of the gods and xod-
desses who were worshipped in
that faith

The chief gods were known as
Amen-Ra and Osiris. Amen-Ra
was the ruler of the sun, and was
supposed to be very powertul. His
name gives a hint about his
history.

In past times the Egyptians had
prayed to a god named Ra, who
had charge of the sun. Later there

had come a belief in another sun
god, who was known as “Amon”
or “Amen.” His great center of
worship was Thebes, a city which
was for a long time the capital of
Egypt. Sometimes people palled
this deity “Amen-Ra.”

Osiris was one of the very old
gods of Egypt. He was supposed
to be the ruler of growing crops,
and the king of the Underworld.

Besides those gods, there were
others such as Horus and the
wicked god, Set, The important
goddesses included one named
Isis, and another named Nut.

Within a few years after he
came to power, Amenhotep IV
started to carry out a plan to de-
stroy the old religion, and to put
a new one in its place. The real
ruler of the world, he said, was a
god named Aton.

At about the time he was' 20
years old, the new king changed
his name to Ikhnaton. In history
