It is the smaller pilchards,
however, which have gained fame
as sardines. After the heads,
gills and some other parts are
taken off, they are put in cans,
sealed and sent to market. They
are packed closely, and from this
fact came the saying "packed like
sardines."

Pilchards are related closely to
herrings, and millions of small
herrings are sent to market under
the name of "sardines." Excel-
lent sardines of the herring type
are caught in nets off the coast
of Maine.

A special kind of herring is
known as the "anchovy."
