County Board
Change Scored

Suburbs Fear
Big City Domination

Abolition or a change in the
county' board system of county
government would allow large
cities to "swallow up" suburban
municipalities and make subur-
banites subject to "big city poli-
ticians," an interim committee
established by the 1945 legisla-
ture was warned today.

The commttee, composed both
of legislators and private citi-
zens was established as a result
of the long-time campaign by
groups who wish to amend the
state constitution so that coun-
ties, if they wish, could use coun-
ty manager or commission types
of government, or reduce the
number of members on county
boards. The present constitution
requires
to

all county governments
be uniform.
Express 'Asorpticm' Fear

Four spokesmen for suburbs of
the city of Milwauke were heard
by the committee today, and all
expressed the same fear of be-
ing "absorbed" by the city which
has 76 per cent of the population
of Milwaukee county.

The • Milwaukee situation is
somewhat similar to Madison's.
Here, the city has more than 50

rural areas share in Milwaukee's
city tax bill.

"The reason county boards
sometime get unwieldy is that
cities increase the number of their
wards as" a means of getting more
members on the county board,"
Gabel claimed.

Gobel and Doerfer Joined in as-
sailing the '"efficiency" of the
Milwaukee city government, and
claimed that suburbs were much
more efficient in such things as
snow removal and garbage col-
lection. They blamed Milwaukee's
laxity on the fact that the city
government is "too .big," and they
argued that a "small, centralized
and supposedly-efficient" county
government would .suffer likewise
because of the size of the job that
has to be done.

No Leader Known
"I don't even know of a fic-

tional character who could" do'the
job of running the entire county,"
Doerfer said..

Doerfer and Gabel both insist-
ed that a county-wide referendum
on the subject of changing the
county board system would be
unfair because it would give the
advantage to the heavily-popu-
lated city. They both suggested
that a majority of the city popu-
lation and a majority vote of the
suburban population be required
before the "reform" could be put
in.

Gabel admitted that under such
a double-approval plan 43 per
cent of the population of Milwau-
kee county could block any
change from the present county
board system. '
