AT THE UNIGN: Paul
Robeson went for the interna-
tional scene in a big way at
the Wisconsin Union theater
Wednesday night, and his
cipacity eudience of 1,300

'program  included songs of
England, France, Russia, the
United States, Spain, and
China, and it served to em-
phasize his love for the com-
mon man, his affinity for folk
and his remarkably
cleir entneiation even more

than his magnuificent voice.
Robeson will repeat his con-
'cert at 8 p. m. Friday for a sec-
ond sell-out house.
He opened his program wﬂ.h
a group of old English and
French songs, singing them with

as pceasion demanded. His “Dans
le Printemps de Mes Annees” had
a sweet tenderness in contrast to
the rollicking “Three Poor Ma-
riners."”

For encores, he maved to the
rich ‘“Lasciatemi Morire” of
Monteverdi and an  aria from
“The Magic Flute."

In  Russian, Robeson sang
Moussorgsky's  “Silent  Room™
with haunting sadness and the
prayer from "Boris Godounofi”

turned to a pair of Shakespear-
ean songs and two melodies from
Republicen  Spain--“The Peat

2| Bog Soldiers” and “The Four In-!

ysurgent Generals,” To ease the
tension  of these, he olfered
“Ezekiel Saw de- Wheel” and
"Joshua Fit de Battle of Jericho"

—with harmony by his accom-

panist, Lawrence Brown—and the
faverite “No, - John, No,” with
happy humor.
