Porter, 88, oldest editor in Wis-
consin when he retired from the
Portage Register1 - Democrat in
1942, died late Sunday at his Port-
age home after a brief illness.

A former Republican national
committeeman from, Wisconsin, he
owned and published the Weekly
Wisconsin State Register from
1908 to 1920, when he bought out
the Daily Democrat and consoli-
dated the two papers. He also
served as Portage postmaster and
Columbia c o u n t y register of
deedS.

Mr. Porter.was bom in Pacific
township, 4 miles from Portage,
and went to the township school,
Portage high school, and Oshkosh
normal school. He taught school
in. Columbia county for 12 years
and then was elected register of
deeds in 1894. He became Portage
postmaster in 1902 and served un-

for 35 years except for brief va-
cation trips to California.

Sought to Provide Housing
When he sold his interest in

the two newspapers to W. T.
Comstock, Mr. Porter turned his
attentions more fully to, the job
of providing housing facilities for
the city's increasing war popula-
tion. He personally supervised
the construction of new apart-
ments, one of which, at N, Main
and E. Consnt sts., lies unfin-
ished because of material short-
ages encountered last fall.

Mr. Porter, a friend of the late
Sen. Robert-'LaFollette, was an
active Republican, and f i r s t
serv«J as a national convention
delegate in 1900, when McKinley
was nominated, and later in 1916,
when Charles Eva'ns Hughes was
the party candidate.

First a politician and second a
publisher, Mr. Porter combined
