FBI Arrests Men
I in Chicago Hotel

DETROIT — OJ.R) — The Fed-
eral Bureau of Inves t iga t ion
(FBI) said today it had arrestec
two Negroes who admitted shoot-
ing Indiana State P a t r o l m a n
Robert A. Bennett near Colum-
bus, Ind., Sunday.

Robert Guerin, agent in charge
oJ! the FBI office here, said his
deputies and Detroit p o l i c e
picked up the pair 'in a small
Loop hotel early today after a
two-month search.

The suspects were identified as
Willie Lee Hopkins, 38, and Wil-
liam Steele, 26, both of Louis-
ville, Ky.

Guerin said the two had five
revolvers in their possession, in-
cluding one taken from Bennett.

Guerin said Bennett was shot
when he stopped the two men in
separate cars near Columbus
Sunday, The patrolman was
found sprawled on the highway,
clutching drivers' licenses issued
to Hopkins and Steele.
'The Indiana patrolman was

shot four times in the back, twice
by each of the assailants, Guerin
said. ' ,

Earlier, two Negroes identified
as Claude English and Nathaniel
King, Detroit, were . arrested in
Chicago as suspects in Bennett's
shooting.

Guerin said Steele and Hop-
kins also had been sought in
connection with the shooting of
an East Chicago, Ind., liquor store
proprietor during- a holdup last
Dec., 19, and for . several auto
thefts between Louisville, Ky.,
and Gary, Ind.

German POWs
Had Own
'Casino^

(Editor'n Note: Here is the last
of a series of inside stories of the
Interment camp (or enemy aliens
at Ft. Lincoln, N..D.

BISMARCK, N. D,, The most
popular place for Germans in the
enemy alien internment camp at
Ft. Lincoln, 1ST. D., was the beer
parlor — known by internees as
the "casino."

It was here that internees gath-
ered nightly to drink and relax —
or forget.

The casino
long, narrow
Walls were decorated with color
prints probably clipped from
travel folders issued by steam-
ship lines — most of them Ger-
man scenes.

At the far end of the casino a
highly - colored mural depicted a
hilarious festival in a German
beer garden. It was done in oil

a skilled artist. Rafters were
attractively decorated by. men
who had much spare time on their
hands and a desire for color.

Space for 200
Chairs and tables were plenti-
1 — providing accomodations

for some 200 revelers.
On -one side was a slightly

raised platform where the little
German band held forth. There
were music racks carefully made
from scrap lumber. The Nazi, em-
blem — the swastika — carved in
lineolium, decorated many table

ipS.
But when newsmen were es-

corted through the casino this
week it had only two occupants-

cleaning it preparatory to
abandoning camp Mar. 1.

Internees bought beer with
script, purchased from a volun-
teer cashier who sat in an en-
closed wooden cage.

Beer, in accordance with the
Geneva' treaty, was available
without limitations so long as the
conduct of drinkers was good.

Camp Officer I. P. McCoy said
disciplinary measures--were often
taken by the Germans, themselves
when a group became too hilar-
ious.

Shut Off Supply
"On -a few occasions," McCoy

said, "camp officials found it nec-
essary "to shut off the supply of
beer just to remind internees that
its availability was a privilege
they could not abuse." •

But on the whole, camp offic-
ials said they found beer was a
morale builder.

For those who, didn't like Deer,
such as South American Germans
and Japs, wine was made avail-
able. Evening snacks could be
ordered from a nearby kitchen.
