For the sixth successive year,
Dimitri Mitropoulois and the
Minneapolis Symphony orches-
tra migfotil} pleased Madisou
audiences in two concerts Sat-
urday Performing at the
Wisconsin Umon theater, the
fabulous conductor and his
men and women'won'the hearti-
est kind of applause from both
their 'capacity audiences.

As fine a reading of Sibelius'
lirst symphony as any o£ these
2600' listeners is likely to hear
climaxed the day. So complete
was Mitropoulos' understanding
of and sympathy ,with the score
that one: could imagine Sibelius
giving it his own applause.

Showed Rare Ability
The conductor showed that

rare ability to submerge himself
in the musie in such a way that
he induced a''similar attitude in
his audience.

performance was flawless, but the
suite failed to sustain .the audi-
ence's interest; the second move-
men^ Brittany) was even a little
dull. • -- , - - -

The night performance opened
with:Beethoven's "Fidelio" over-
ture, a favorite which lost no
favor or savor in this playing.

A Brilliant Canvas
Rivalling the • Sibelius' work

wa's Strauss' "Don Juan." Mitro-
poulos and his orchestra painted
a brilliant canvas' o£ the dashing
hero of Lenau's poem and of some
of the women he, thought for a
time were.his ideal..'.

The afternoon. concert, which
this . reviewer was unable to at-
tend, consisted of the Handel-
Harty "Water Music," Debussy's
"Iberia," and Brahms' first sym-
phony. Encores in-, the afternoon
were the prelude to "The After-
noon of a Faun" and three dances
by an Armenian composer whose
name was reported variously as
"Kcharvina" and "Kchaturian."
At night encores were the Polo-
vetzian dances by Moussorgsky
and Sibelius' "The Swan of Tu-
onela." .
