Large crops of oats, barley, ant
hay also are anticipated, all o;"

But fattening animals take!
time,-the experts pointed out, ant
the meat supply will remain smal
until farmers .begin sending their
tattened animals to the stockyards
next spring and summer.

The shortage will be severe in
the next 60 to 90 days, experts
said. During the last two months
farmers jammed the stockyards
•with cettle and hogs to take ad-
vantage of higher prices. As a
result, much of the cattle fat-
tened on midwestern feed lots
already has been marketed.

The price of corn has much to
do with how many animals the
farmers fatten. The ceiling on
cattle is $20.25 per hundred
pounds.

CHICAGO — (U.R) —.The na-

tion's dinner tables will be short
ot meat again this fall and winter,
agriculture experts said Saturday.

But they added that the pros-
pects for' more steaks and pork
chops by next spring were good.
Some believed there would be
more meat next spring and sum-
mer than at any time since World
War II started.

The corn crop is the key to the
meat outlook, they slid. If corn
is plentiful, farmers will feed
more of it to live stock.
